40 Day Fast 

 
As a church community, we are in the middle of the church season called Lent.  During this time of year, we are 
preparing our lives and our hearts for the mystery of Jesus’ death and resurrection.  One of the most striking 
elements of Jesus’ story was the way he went to his death – obediently, confidently, sacrificially.  Jesus suffered 
abuse and betrayal willingly because he was following the guidance of his Father, and he did this out of his love 
for us.   
 
As we engage in our own lenten journey, we are called to examine what faithfully following Jesus would look 
like, and how it might change our lives.  Following Jesus, we will be able to approach life, even with all of its joys 
and sorrows, confidently and with purpose.  When we study about Jesus during these weeks leading up to Holy 
Week, we will examine the relationship between Jesus and his Father.  By observing this, we will be given a 
model for our own relationship with God.  We will see that Jesus spent significant time and effort in prayer, 
studying God’s Word, having fellowship with other followers of God, serving and caring for those around him, 
and worshipping his Father. As followers of Jesus, we draw closer to him when we engage in these same behav-
iors, unfortunately, many of these actions are not a part of our regular days. 
 
One of the ancient practices of the church was to celebrate “Fast Days”.  These were not days filled with multi-
tasking, meetings, and travel.  They were not days where you went without eating, though that might have been 
a part of it.  Instead, they were days when you simplified your life and focused on the few things that were of 
central importance and significance – prayer, reading Scripture, serving others in Jesus’ name, having fellow-
ship with other Christians, and worshipping God.  We need a “forty day fast” in our own lives, where we focus 
on Jesus and how he lived.  Our “forty day fast” would involve removing activities and commitments from our 
daily routines, in order to have more time to focus on Jesus. 
 
This lenten season, as we prepare for the holiest of weeks, pick one of these disciplines, these faith-practices, 
and really try to grow in your use of that tool to experience a fuller relationship with God.  In this way, by par-
ticipating in a “forty day fast”, you can experience the joy, fulfillment, and focus that come from closely follow-
ing our Lord. 
 
May the Lord bless our journey and prepare us to celebrate the joy of Easter.

Likewise, if I 
had not gone to church for nourishment, I would be spiritually dead today!”  When you are DOWN to nothing…God is UP to 
something!  Faith sees the invisible, believes the incredible and receives the impossible!  Than God for our physical AND our 
spiritual nourishment!
